STUDENT HEIGHT/ WEIGHT

Students must meet AR 600-9 at the time of graduation from a course or phase of a course as they do when they enroll.  Students must have a current Ht/Wt measurement at time of graduation that is annotated on their DA 1059.  The enrollment weight for a MOSQ reclassification course is not sufficient when the course or phase of a course is more than 6 months in length.  

Suggest  that TASS Bns weigh students semiannually.  Notify parent units of students not in compliance with AR 600-9 in writing.  It is the responsibility of the parent units to enroll their soldiers in a weight control program IAW AR 600-9.  Once enrolled, students will not be released from a course IAW AR 600-8-2 para 1-15b(2).  Students not in compliance with AR 600-9 at time of course or phase completion will receive a referred AER indicating this as well as not meeting course or phase completion requirements.  These students will not receive a graduate status code in ATRRS nor the MOS.  Parent units must inform the TASS Bns in writing when that soldier is in compliance so they can be converted to a graduate in ATRRS and be awarded the MOS.

If a TASS Bn does not weigh students semiannually, then the student must bring in a current  weight certification from their parent unit. 

The enrollment weight is all that is required for the NCOES courses since they are only 2 weeks long.
